During 2007, we felt the Lord’s leading 
to begin praying about replacing our-
selves in Menti with a younger couple/ 
family.  In January, there were just no 
possibilities in the near future and we 
told the Lord we were content to 
continue our ministry in Menti.  It is 
such a blessing to see the Lord do 
amazing things when we are willing to 
trust and rest in Him.  Within a month, 
through unforeseen circumstances, 
Norm invited a young family in to see 
Menti.  They arrived and within hours, 
they told us that Menti was exactly what 
they had envisioned for their ministry to 
be like.  As it happened,  there was a 
team coming from California in April to 
build a medical clinic for us in Menti.  
Norm was planning to have the framed 
structure in place for them to finish.  
Now, along with that project we had to 
add two rooms onto our house to 
accommodate a family of 5.  That was a 
very busy 2-1/2 months for us.  The 
team arrived and the project was a huge 
success.
