Thomas Monson is about 82, a cute teller of feel-good 
stories, not a man of doctrine or historic stature. We've been close enough to spit on him twice, 
both times in the opera house. We didn't spit on him, but I did lock eyes with him for a 3 count, 
and I've thought since that that would have been a good time to rebuke him. You know how you 
think of what you should have said afterward... 
  
A new role on the mission field has led to lots more driving miles, but we have gotten more 
involved in the lives of the other missionaries and love that. Funny how we were the young 
missionaries just yesterday, but now there's a new generation of 20-something pastors and wives 
acting like we're their parents.  
  
We've got two builders in our church who have not had much work for months. Thankfully, they 
have been working on our building, and we have been paying them for their time. This has meant 
really great progress on the building, but has reduced our funds quicker than we wanted. God will 
provide.
