The Next Step 
Many of you have been praying for God to show us 

where He would have us to serve Him next.  Once 
again, He has been faithful to answer and guide us into 
His will!  Through an unexpected invitation by Larry 
and Doris Puckett, God led us to prayerfully consider 
serving together with T.I.M.E. for Christ, Mexico 
Ministries.  T.I.M.E. is a non-profit, Christian, medical 
missions organization whose name stands for 
“Teaching”, “Intercession”, “Ministry” and 
“Evangelism”.  You may remember us sharing about 
the Rath/Nebergall families’ participation in this 
ministry in previous years.  T.I.M.E. has asked us to 
help coordinate and oversee the follow-up work that 
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needs to be done after their summer and winter 
caravans.     

As we prayed and consulted with our mission board, 
God continued to lead and open doors for us in this 
new direction.  In July, our family went on the summer 
caravan with T.I.M.E.  While on the caravan, we 
worked together with the Mexican evangelists helping 
to meet the spiritual needs of the people.  It was neat to 
see how God blessed our relationship with the 
evangelists as we served Christ together in the remote 
mountain village of Xaltepuxtla, (Hall-t� -pooks-tl� ) 
Puebla.   

In August, Go Ye Ministries and T.I.M.E. drafted a 
one-year agreement that will help us as we work 
together to reach others with Christ’s love and truth.

We have seen and felt God’s hand carrying us 
through all of this!  Thank you for your continued 
encouragement, prayer and financial support.
